More of the Welsh (92%) and Hungarian (90%) students accessed their university’s online environment from home using broadband wi-fi, whereas only 41% of the students studying at the SA university did so (Chi2=145.36 and P<0.0001).

More of the South African students (54%) accessed their university’s online environment from home using their mobile wi-fi, whereas 27% in Hungary and 15% in Wales used mobile wi-fi  (Chi2=51.56 and P<0.0001). 

In Wales, some students used a university facility to gain access to learning material.   In South Africa, a few students accessed the university system from places where the internet connectivity was more robust: at a university facility; a friend or family home; a free public wi-fi spot; or an Internet Café.

Most of all students (74%) indicated that their accommodation costs stayed the same, however 40% of the students in South Africa (compared to the 10% in both Wales and Hungary) indicated that their accommodation costs increased (Chi2=55.49 and P<0.0001).
The majority of South African students (73%) indicated that their Internet access cost increased whereas the Welsh (84%) and Hungarian (75%) students indicated that it stayed the same (Chi2=132.59 and P<0.0001) .
In all the countries students indicated that their equipment costs stayed mostly the same—in Hungary (68%), Wales (60%) and South Africa (44%).  In South Africa 53% of students indicated that these costs increased whereas in Wales only 40% and in Hungary only 30% mentioned it (Chi2=20.4 and P=0.0004).

The majority of all students felt that it was easy to make use of online collaborative tools (like Zoom, Skype, and Teams, etc) although 50% of South African students felt that it did take some time to get used to it only 44% of the Welsh and 35% of the Hungarian students agreed (Chi2= 9.58 and P=0.0481).

Since universities decide on the platform for online education, the results show that Zoom and Teams are used by Swansea University, Óbuda University uses Teams and Skype, and SA mostly uses Google Hangouts and Google Meets.
DropBox, Google Hangouts, Telegram, SMS and Google Meets were not used much by all universities.   Google Drive was used to some extent in Hungary (31%) and in South Africa (21%) but not in Wales (4%) (Chi2= 40.03 and P< 0.0001). 
iMessage was used a bit in Hungary and Wales but very little in South Africa (it is limited to iphones and these are not owned by many in South Africa) (Chi2= 21.82 and P< 0.0001)
All made some use of e-mail (Hungary 55% and Wales 48%), but it was used more by South Africans (73%) to access peers, lecturers and learning material (Chi2= 18.75 and P< 0.0001).
